Community Service Volunteer Interview

Interview an adult community service volunteer or organizer.  You must let Mr. Cox know who you are going to interview.  No two students may interview the same adult.  Ask the following 6+ questions in your interview: 

Community Service Work Verification Slip
1. Get prior approval of your community service work from your PIG teacher.

2. Complete 3 hours of community service work.

3. Complete the community service work verification slip.

The slip must be signed by an adult organizer of the community 



service work who is not a relative.

Community Service Reflection
The final part of this project will be to produce a written reflection of your service. Your reflection must contain responses to the following six questions in essay format:

Your essay has not set number of paragraphs, but must contain thorough development of the questions above. Additionally, you must meet the following formatting criteria

· 12 font

· 1” margins

· Legible font

· 750+ words (ish)
· Bibliography of sources used
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Community Service Project Work Verification Form
Instructions: For this project you must complete a minimum of 3 hours of volunteer work to help the community.   You may break the work into several sections as long as the total work you do equals or exceeds 3 hours.  There are many community groups who need volunteers to assist their efforts.  Mr. Cox can help you if you need assistance finding a community group.  Once you have chosen the group that you would like to help, notify Mr. Cox.  
You must get approval from Mr. Cox prior to doing the community service work. 
Generally if the volunteer work is to assist people other than yourself, your family, or an organization of which you are a member, it will be approved.  Work done before you started taking this class cannot be used to fulfill this requirement.  Work that is mandated by the courts will not fulfill the requirements of this project.


Once you have done the work, complete the rest of this form indicating the hours and dates you worked as well as the specific tasks you did.  Then have an adult supervisor sign this form and provide a contact phone number to verify the volunteer work you have completed.
